
search about a subject you are in-
terested in, and then write your re-
sults and an article for the New Hol-
land Area Historical Society news-
letter!  
Seeing the New Holland Clarion 
digitized is really the culmination of 
work that started over 130 years 
ago. The newspaper had the fore-
sight to bind every issue (beginning 
with the first issue) into annual vol-
umes. My first memory of these 
large and bulky volumes goes back 
over 40 years when my mother 
wrote a regular column for the Clar-
ion called òOver the Trail to the 
Pastó. For a salary of $5 a week, she 
would summarize activities and 
events from 25, 50, and 75 years 
earlier as published in prior issues 
of the Clarion. I have vivid memories 
of the sound of the printers and the 

smell of the ink when we would re-
turn the annual bound newspaper 
volumes to the Clarion office at the 
end of the year (continued on Page 4)  

Issues of the New Holland Clarion 
from 1873 through 1950 are now 
available on the internet. You can 
access the website at http://
www.accesspadigital.org/slchs/
slchs.htm . There is a very powerful 
search engine that makes research-
ing any project a breeze. The news-
papers are accessible in three sepa-
rate files (1873 ð 1890, 1891 ð 1910, 
and 1911 ð 1950), but are not listed 
in chronological order. However, the 
òadvanced searchó option allows you 
to capture individual issues by enter-
ing a date (inside quotation marks) 
in the òexact phraseó area. Remem-
ber, the Clarion was a weekly news-
paper, so if you donõt get a hit the 
first try, enter the next day. You are 
guaranteed to get a hit within seven 
tries! Hopefully, later this year the 
NHAHS will present a program about 

how to best utilize this website re-
garding the search engine and how 
to print your results. In the mean-
